Interview Questions

As you begin the interview, you may wish to share a copy of your competencies with the person you are interviewing. Carefully write what the person says so that you can include this in your paper later.  Remember to write detailed information.
1. What academic skills (reading, writing, speaking, math, science, etc.) do you need to perform your job?


2. What employability skills  or lifeskills are most important in your job?
3. What subjects did you take in high school and/or other schooling that prepared you for what you are doing now?
4. What academic skills  and employability skills do young people need most?
5.   How can schools better prepare today's students for the world of work?
6. What advice would you give me about being successful in the world of work?

Ask at least 3 job specific questions that will help you with your presentation.
